Skillfully handling the echelons under his command, Lieutenant Commander Riedel contributed
immeasurably to the success of the operations. His leadership, skill and courage were in keeping with
the highest traditions of the United States Naval Service.

Lieutenant Commander Riedel was later the Deputy Chief of Staff of the Coast Guard and retired at the
rank of Captain.
