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Rules for Chase Hall Residents

Compliance with these basic rules is mandatory while attending AIM. Infractions may result in dismissal.

The following are not permitted:

Use of alcohol or illegal drugs

Use of smokeless tobacco or nicotine

Departing Chase Hall or the Academy grounds without escort by Academy personnel
Disruptive or dangerous behavior
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Rooms:

Food may not be stored, prepared or consumed in your barracks room.

You may not hang objects out of or in windows.

Rooms belonging to others are off limits unless invited and escorted by room residents .

You are required to be in your own room between Taps and Reveille.

Rooms are to be kept neat and orderly. The Cadet Cadre will provide instruction. When your
room is unoccupied, beds must be made, the floor swept clean, and belongings stowed.

6. Valuables must be secured when the room is unoccupied.
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Personal vehicles: Students may not leave a vehicle on Academy grounds during AIM.
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
